Enemy aircraft crossed our lines at 9:00 am.,
9:30 am., 10:10 am., and 12:30 p.m., General: At 12 midnight our post near LENS-LIEVIN
Road was hailed by Hun who spoke English and invited to come over for adrink of whisky.
No takers. The following message was received by Brigade Headquarters at 12:20 a.m.:
Greetings and best wishes from the FORTY TWA. Here'sto 1918 the ROY AL year and the
speedy finish of the Hun. May the RABBI R.C.R.) cut him off, the soldiers of the REALM
(P.P.C.L.I.) and the REDSKIN (49th Battalion) REBUKE (42nd Battalion) and scalp him
with RELISH (7th Cdn. T.M. Bty.) and drive the RASCAL (3rd C.D.A.) asa RECLUSE (7th
F.C., C.E.) tothe ROSARY (7th C.I1.B.). Inthe New Y ear’s honours Brigadier General N.M?
[H.M.] DYER, D.S.O. (bar) received the C.M.G. Major A.P.O MEREDITH, D.S.0O., was
mentioned in despatches.

At 2:00 p.m. a conference was held at Brigade Headquarters: Officers being present from
the Artillery, Hea vy, Medium and Light T.M. Btys, 7th Cdn. M.G. Co. and Battalion
Intelligence Officers. The object being to obtain closer liason [liaison] between all units. The
meeting was successful in removing some points of mis-understanding and it was decided to
hold them weekly at the same time and place.




Wed, Jan 2, 1918

side of ruinsat N.13.b.70.15. Two men came forward to edge of cutting. Rifle grenades
were fired at them and patrol retreated.

139 shells, mostly 10.5
and 15 cm shells scattered over areaM.24.a& c., M.18.c.& d. N.14.b.50.50., N.13.c.& b.,
HILL 65, and CROCODILE Trench. Trench Mortars. (Ours) Normal. (Hogstile) Less
active. M.G. & Rifle Fire: (Ours) Usual harassing fire. (Hostile) Quiet on our right, but
more active on left. Gun a N.14.¢.20.08. silenced by Stokes. Sniping: (ours)) R.C.R. made
one observed hit at N.26.a.99.85. (Hogtile) Nil. Patrols: R.C.R. Patrol of Lieut. LENNARD
and 3 O.Rs. left our linesat N.20.¢.25.80. working party dispersed at N.20.¢.80.50. Nothing
further to report. 42nd Battalion patrol covered enemy wire at N.13.d.95.35. which was found
to be concertinatype. No movement seen. Enemy Movement: Good visibility and hence
considerable enemy movement seen mostly in rear areas. Enemy Defences. From
N.14.¢.25.00 to N.20.a.48.85. enemy wire is in thick rolls about 4' high and 8 wide.

General: During early
part of evening our planes were active to the left of our front. Enemy used a powerful
searchlight and fired tracer bullets.

BOOTH, G.S.0.1, American Army called at Brigade Headquarters and after lunch visited our
O.P.inBOIS DE RIAUMONT,. Lieut. Col. H. RUTHVEN, D.S.0O., G.S.0.1, 3rd Canadian
Division also visited Brigade Headquarters.

Fri, Jan 4, 1918

(Hogtile) Active against our planes but less active in night fire. Sniping: (Ours) 2 observed




hits made by P.P.C.L.I. and one by 49th Battalion. Many other targets fired on but results
unobserved. (Hogtile) Nil. Patrols. 49th Battalion, Cpl. HALE and 2 O.Rs. covered
frontage from N.13.d.80.20 to N.14.c.05.05. Nothing special to report. Enemy Movement:
More than usual but observation very poor. Aircraft: (Ours) Very active during periods of
good visibility. (Hogtile) Active about noon, mostly behind their own lines. General: At
9:30 p.m. the enemy attempted a bombing raid on our post a N.20.¢.20.70., advancing in two
parties, one of six men, from directly in front, the other, four men from the left flank. Our
post opened up on them with rifle fire and the Lewis Gun ffrom the next post on the right also
fired. The partiesthen took cover in the ruins and crept up to within bombing distance. Our
Stokes opened up on the enemy trench on a scheduled shoot and the party then dispersed.

PIERRE from approx. N.22.b.65.50. H.V. 10.5 cm. Battery firing from R.R. bank at 75° T.B.
from N.29.b.70.65.

Thu, Jan 10, 1918

fromM.29.b.70.65. 10:21 a.m. 3 white flares sent up near this place.

In accordance with 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade Operation Order No. 127, attached as
appendix “27, the inter-Battalion relief was carried out. The R.C.R. relieved the P.P.C.L.I. in
the right front line, the latter going into support area, LIEVIN. The 42nd Battalion relieved
the 49th Battalion in the left front line sector, the latter going into Brigade Reserve,
SOUCHEZ.

(Hosgtile) Normal. 8,000 rounds expended on enemy tracks and areas of movement.

(Hodtile) Activeon left. Quiet onright. Patrols. Two patrols from R.C.R. our during night.
First patrol bombed an enemy working party and dispersed it. 2nd patrol found gap in enemy




wire, went through and examined houses for 150 yards each side of gap. No enemy seen.

and N.14.c¢.60.80. An explosion caused at first location. (Hostile) Lessactive. M.G. & Rifle
Fire: (ours) 9,000 rounds expended in usual harassing fire. (Hostile) Quiet. Sniping: 42nd
Battalion had one observed hit. (Hogtile) NIL. Patrols. R.C.R. had two patrols out but
nothing of importance to report. 42nd Battalion had four patrols out during the night.
Nothing unusual, to report. Enemy Movement: Visibility good. Abnormal movement in rear
areas of trains, transport and troops. Enemy Defences. At N.11.¢.10.90. house has square
holein west end. Size about 3' x 1%2' and 8 from ground. Suspected O.P. at N.21.d.50.60.
Two men were driven out by shelling, returned later and left again at 10:20 am.

General: 9:25am. at
T.B. 732 from N.29.b.70.65., apparently about location of HARNES there appeared a dense
volume of smoke of huge dimensions. At first it was thought that this was caused by afire
but it may have been an enemy smoke screen, or possibly smoke shells fired by our heavies.
A similar volume of smoke appeared in same location at 10:45 am. Brigadier Genera 1
RADCLIFFE, B.G.G.S Corps, visited Brigade and went over defence lines with Brigadier
Genearal H. M. DYER, C.M.G., D.S.0.

6" Newtonsfired 73 rounds on enemy T.Ms. in
N.8.d.88.38., 80.10. and N.14.¢.60.80. Enemy T.M. at N.8.d.88.38. silenced. (Hogtile)
Normal. About 50 roundsH.T.M. on N.19.b. and N.13.d. M.G. & RifleFire. (Ours) 9,250
rounds expended in usual harassing fire on enemy tracks, paths and areas of movement.
(Hogtile) Quiet on left. Active on right Front and Support lines. Active against our
aeroplanes. Sniping: (Ours). One observed hit by 42nd Battalion (Hogtile) Using a fixed
rifle from approx. N.20.b.10.10. Patrols: R.C.R. Two patrols out during night. 2nd Petrol
when near some ruined houses were discovered and bombs thrown at them. Patrol threw




eighteen bombs and then retired. It isthought casualties were inflicted on enemy, as
considerable noise and groaning was heard. 42nd Battalion had six patrols out but nothing
unusual to report. Enemy Movement: Visibility good. Movement of trains, transport and
troops less than previous two days though still above normal. Enemy Defences. New wire on
top of GREEN CRASSIER at approx. N.20.c.90.50. Heavy barbed wire in front of trench
from N.20.a.25.24. to 44.85. New work at N.21.¢c.25.75. New chalk plainly visible. Aircraft:
(Ours) Very active dl day. (Hogtile) Active. 7:30 am. one E.A. [Enemy Aircraft] over our
lines for 15 minutes, dropped 4 white flares. Three others crossed lines between 8:00 a.m.
and 10:00 am. At 4:15 p.m. 2 planes crossed our lines. General: The Brigade Major, the
two Staff Captains, Bombing and Signalling Officers of 11th Canadian Infantry Brigade
visited Brigade and went over our lines getting information for relief.

Mon, Jan 14, 1918

ST. LOUIS, during morning. (Hostile) Slightly more active on the usual targetsand in
counter battery work.

(Ours) Threetargetsfired on but results unobserved. (Hostile) NIL. Patrols. (Ours) R.C.R.
One patrol of 5 O.Rs. met a German patrol of six men whom they immediately attacked. The
Germans hastily withdrew to their own line from where heavy machine gun fire was directed
against our men. Two other patrols had nothing of importance to report. 42nd Battalion:
Three patrols out, but nothing unusual occurred. Enemy Movement: Lessthan usual.

(Ours) Very effective in retaliation and also effective in
destructive shootson enemy T.Ms. (Hogtile) Activeat 1:10 am. and 11:30 am. on ST.
LOUIS CRATER and vicinity. Effectively silenced by our T.Ms. and artillery.

M.G. & Rifle Fire: (Ours) 10,750 rounds expended in harassing fire. (Hogtile) Quiet.
Sniping: (Ours) Several targetsfired at but results unobserved. (Hostile) NIL. Patrols.
(Ours) Two patrols out. One patrol near enemy wire were fired at and bombed. Enemy very
alert. 42nd Battalion: Two patrols out but nothing unusual to report except that enemy very
much on the alert. Enemy Movement: Visibility poor. Movement normal. Enemy Defences:
T.M. observed firing from approximately N.14.c.25.22. Aircraft: NIL. General: At 11:15
am. enemy strafed our lines from N.20.a.00.50. to AVION with medium and heavy T.Ms.
continuing for about 15 minutes. Our artillery and T.Ms. retaliated heavily and enemy soon
stopped. Brigadier General H. M. DYER, C.M.G., D.S.O. (bar) visited the front line
Battalions.

Wed, Jan 16, 1918

targetsin N.20.c. and 20 rounds in retaliation for Medium T.Ms. 6" Newtons fired 90 rounds
onenemy T.Ms. at N.14.¢.59.97. and N.20.b.3.4.

New earth and chalk
noticed near this FOSSE. Aircraft: Nil. General: Enemy seemed nervous along our front,
sending up numerous flares during night.

In accordance with 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade Operation Order N0.128, attached as
Appendix “3". the P.P.C.L.1. from Brigade Support, LIEVIN relieved the R.C.R. in the front
line, right sub-section. The R.C.R. moved into Divisional Reserve, SOUCHEZ, into billets
vacated by the 49th Battalion . The 49th Battalion from Divisional Reserved, SOUCHEZ,
relieved the 42nd Battalion in the front line, left sub-section. The 42nd Battalion moved into
Brigade Support, LIEVIN, and took over area vacated by P.P.C.L.I.

Major General LIPSETT, C.B., C.M.G., visited Brigade Headquarters. Attitude of Enemy:

Few
shellsinto M.23.d. and M.18.d. Trench Mortars. (Ours) Our light T.Ms. fired 161 rounds
harassing fire. 6" Newtons fired 42 rounds on suspected T.Ms. at N.14.b.75.40. and
N.14.b.25.32. (Hogtile) Activity very slight, Only few pineapples on front line near ST.
LOUIS CRATER from direction of GREEN CRASSIER. M.G. & Rifle Fire: (Ours) Usual
harassing fire. (Hogtile) Occasional bursts from vicinity N.20.¢c.60.75. Short bursts a 4:30
p.m. enfilading LENS-LIEVIN Road. Sniping: P.P.C.L.l. Snipers made one hit on man in
FOSSE ST. LOUIS.

(Hogtile) Nil. Patrols: Night 17/18th P.P.C.L.1. had 4 patrols out during the night. Enemy
trenches thought to be in bad condition as he could be heard wading through mud and water.
No encounters with enemy took place. Enemy seems to be doing no patrolling of NO Man’s
Land.

Enemy Movement: Visibility was very low and observation difficult, but 4 men were seen
entering trench or dugout N.20.a.95.65. Enemy Defence: Cement structure probably M.G.E.
[Machine Gun Emplacement] at N.28.¢.60.65. Dugouts suspected at N.14.c.2.1. and
N.14.c.1.4., as smoke was seen coming from these places during the day.

P.P.C.L.I. Patrol examined wire from N.20.¢.1?.50. to
N.20.c.55.60. Wire is double apron, screw stakes. Patrol returned at 9:20 p.m. At 11:00 p.m.
patrol examined cellars of houses at N.20.a.14.17. Cellars found vacant. Were formerly
occupied by our troops. Patrol returned at 11:30 p.m. Enemy Movement: Continual
individual movement on CANADA and ESQUIMALT Roads. Work going on at N.21.c.4.8.
Artillery notified and dealt with it. Aircraft: Active on both sides. General: Usual number
of flares during the night.

Casualties: P.P.C.L.l., 1 O.R. wounded. 42nd Battalion 2 Officers, Lieut. ALDERIDGE
wounded and Lieut. A. .B PROVEN accidentally wounded.

Sat, Jan 19, 1918

Brigadier General H. M. DYER, C.M.G., D.S.0,, (bar) attended conference at 3rd Canadian
Division. Captain W. B. HERRIDGE and Captain HALIN, 4th Canadian Division visited
Brigade Headquarters. Attitude of Enemy: Quiet but dert. Artillery: (Ours) Increased
activity and retaliation for enemy shelling of LIEVIN. (Hogtile) Counter Battery work
against our batteriesin LIEVIN. More shelling than usual throughout the day in our area.
Trench Mortars. (Ours) Our L.T.Ms. fired 168 rounds harassing fire and against enemy
T.Ms. 6" Newtonsfired 30 rounds against enemy T.Ms. (Hostile) H.T.Ms. into N.13.d. at
long intervals. A few dartsnear LENS-LIEVIN Road. Medium T.Ms. active on junction
ADROIT and ARBYLE Trenches. M.G. & Rifle Fire: (Ours) Our M.Gs. fired 13,000
rounds. (Hostile) Active against our aircraft. Otherwise inactive. Sniping: (Ours)

One German seen at
N.20.a.25.25. Enemy Movement: Movement of men on NOY ELLES Road was dealt with by
our artillery.

C.G. MEAD, M.C. killed.

Sun, Jan 20, 1918

engaged. (Hogtile) More active than usual. Several batteries seen firing and reported to our
artillery which engaged them. Trench Mortars. (Ours) Our L.T.Ms. fired 111 rds. Our
H.T.Ms. were also active. (Hogtile) 20 H.T.Ms. near ST. LOUIS CRATER during the
morning. Slight activity mediumand L.T.Ms. M.G. & Rifle Fire: (Ours) Our M.Gs. fired
6;000 rds. Lewis gun on left Co. front engaged party seen leaving dugout at N.20.c.2.1. One
hit observed. Sniping: (Ours) Several shotsfired. Results could not be observed. (Hogtile)
Several shots. No hits. Enemy Movement: Morethan usual. Trains seen shunting near
DOREGES and CARVIN. Many parties seen on roads in enemy back country. Aircraft:
Patrol activity on both sides. Enemy Defences. Good visibility enables our observersto




locate several gun pits and concrete structures, probably M.G.Es. Relief: The 49th Battalion
was relieved in that part of the line from LENS-BETHUNE Road N.13.b.65.45. to the
Railway Cutting at N.13.b.65.00. inclusive by the 42nd Battalion as per 7th Canadian Infantry
Brigade Operation Order No. 129, attached as Appendix “4”. The Brigade was relieved in the
remainder of the line by the 11th Canadian Infantry Brigade as per 7th Canadian Infantry
Brigade Operation Order No. 130. Brigade Headquarters after the relief opened at SAINS-

BRUAY.

Jan. 31st. Brigadier General H. M. DYER, C.M.G,, D.S.0O., (bar) visited the R.C.R. a LE
PENDU CAMP. A conference of Intelligence Officers was held at Brigade Headquarters.

(Hostile) Showed decrease during hours of daylight but fired usual amount of
L.T.Ms. on left centre front line after dark. Enemy Movement: Visibility only fair. Observed
small numbers of enemy twice, who were dispersed by our artillery. Aircraft: (Ours) Very
active. One of our planes was brought down by E.A.A. [Enemy Anti Aircraft] fire and fell in
No Man's Land just outside our lines. Officer of P.P.C.L.I. rescued Pilot and Observer.
General: Lieut. Colonel R.H. PALMER, D.S.O. visited front line Battalions during the
morning.

Sun, Mar 17, 1918

Activity very slight on both
sides. M.G. & RifleFire: (Ours) Carried out usual harassing fire. (Hogtile) Very inactive.
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Enemy Movement: Visibility was variable owing to the rain. Usual individual movement
observed along Railway Embankment. Train and transport movement was more marked than
usual. Aircraft: (Ours) Normal activity maintained. (Hostile) No low flying planes seen but
5 enemy scouts crossed our line at 7,000 feet about 5:30 p.m. Patrols. Our usual patrols were
out but encountered no enemy.

General: Brigadier General H. M. DYER, C.M.G., D.S.O. (bar) visited the right Battalion
Sector and Headquarters, also centre Sector. This isthe 10th day of German Offensive and
our Brigade Frontage is the only one South of river SOUCHEZ on the entire British front, that
has not been drawn in or lost.

Increasein
shelling on our rear areas. Trench Mortars. (Ours) L.T.Ms. fired 185 rds. on selected targets.
(Hogtile) Very little activity. M.G. & Rifle Fire: (Ours) M.Gs. active against hostile aircraft.
15,000-rounds fired during night in harassing fire. Enemy Movement: Visibility fiar [fair] in
morning, but poor in afternoon. No unusual movement observed. Aircraft: (Ours) Normal.
(Hogtile) Quite active in forenoon. 7:30 am. 6 E.A. [Enemy Aircraft] crossed our line at
2,000 feet in pursuit of one of our observation planes but were driven off. Patrols. Nine
patrols covered our front during day and night but encountered no enemy.

Trench
Mortars: Both ours and hostile extremely quiet. M.G. & Rifle Fire: (Ours) Activein
harassing fire and at hostile aircraft. (Hogtile) M.Gs. fired a few bursts at intervals during
night. Active against our planes. Aircraft: (Ours) Active patrolling our lines. (Hostile)
More active than usual. 10:15 am. one low flying E.A. crossed our lines. About 12 hogtile
planes crossed our lines during day flying very high. Enemy Movement: Visibility good.
Much train and transport movement observed near PROVIN. Usua individual movement
observed.

General: Brigadier General H. M. DYER, C.M.G., D.S.O. (bar) visited left Battalion and left
sector. In accordance with 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade Operation Order No.141. Attached
as Appendix “13", the R.C.R. relieved the P.P.C.L.I. in the Front Line, Right Sub-Section, on
relief the P.P.C.L.I. (less 1 Company) moved into Brigade Reserve. 1 Company of the
P.P.C.L.I. moved into Brigade Support in GLADY S and DORIS Trenches. More front taken
over from 9th Canadian Infantry Brigade. Our right Boundary is now MERICOURT ROAD
T.15.b.90.29.

REPORT ON MINOR OPERATION CARRIED OUT BY
RAIDING PARTY, 42ND CANADIAN BATTALION, R.H.C.,
At 9:00 am., 12th March, 1918.

The raiding party consisting of Lieut. H. B. TROUT and 15 O.Rs. (plus
2 stretcher bearers) including Sgt. SMITH and Cpl. TROWSE left our
line from AUGUST Trench at N.32.b.98.80. under cover of Artillery
Barrage at 9:00 am. and proceeded to suspected enemy post in SALINE
Trench at N.33.a.37.70. where Lieut. TROUT in a daylight reconnaissance
yesterday had seen a sentry. The party was divided into 3, 2 of which moved
approximately 50 yards to the right and left of the point to be raided, to act
as blocks in SALINE Trench, while the remainder went through the post
and around the ruin in the rear. On reaching the point it was found to be
empty. It consisted of an old cellar in the ruin apparently not used for
living in. A number of cylindrical sticks, etc., were found. The party threw
Stokes Shells into the cellar. Blocking party No.2 located a night post in
SALLOW Trench approximately N.33.a.4.8. consisting of a funk hole with
cylindrical sticks and egg bombs. During the operation the party was
sniped at from Railway Embankment but no M.G. Fire was directed towards
them. Thereturned to our lines at 9:15 am. without casualties.
SALINE is an open trench without revetting and bathmats but is
evidently used. SALLOW Trench where entered is little more than a track.
During raid, enemy sniped at party from Railway Embankment but
there was no M.G. Fire.

Our Barrage was most satisfactory.

Enemy’ sretaliation was weak, the first T.Ms. coming frem four
minutes after ZERO in the neighborhood of junction of AVION Trench
with Railway and around BEAVER followed by some 7.7 cm. gun fire
same area 7 ¥2 minutes after ZERO .

REPORT ON ATTEMPTED STEALTH RAID OF P.P.C.L.I.

March 18, 1918.

A patrol of 1 Officer and 2 O.Rs. left our linesat N.33.¢.9.2. and proceeded to enemy

wire at N.33.d.58.28. Existing gaps were improved by cutting several strands of wire and
patrol advanced to within afew yards of enemy trenches at N.33.d.68.28. Patrol waited in
shell hole listening when two men were heard talking whilst walking along in the trench.
Patrol advanced closer and observed a man doing sentry go in the trench.
Patrol then withdrew and a small raiding party of six was taken forward with the intention of
capturing enemy trench patrol. Party was barely in position when hostile patrol returned and
suspecting something halted. Enemy fired and ran, the party returned the fire and the enemy
howled like stuck pig. We had one casualty (killed). All identifications removed from body.
Party then withdrew under heavy M.G. fire.

MINOR OPERATION.

42ND BATTALION, R.H.C., April 5, 1918.

Object to penetrate enemy line and if possible secure prisoners, using heaviesto create
adiversion .

Party of LIEUT. MACLACHLAN and 22 O.Rs. left our line before zero at Junction
AUGUST Trench and VICTORIA Road and assembled at N.33.a.25.95.

At zero (9:00 am.) our heavies opened up and selected points near enemy front line
and placed short burst about N.27.¢c.8.1.

One party “A” A/Sgt. GEORGE, J. and 7 O.Rs. proceeded to junction SALINE and
SALLOW, (N.33.a.35.85.) and worked down SALLOW Trench to approximately
N.27.c.65.35.

Party “B” A/L/Sgt. MATTHEWS, H. and 7 O.Rs. proceeded straight down
VICTORIA Road to right of trees to same point N.27.¢.65.35. to block trench, remaining
theretill joined by party “A”.

Party “C” Lieut. A.J. MACLACHLAN and 6 O.Rs. went straight through ruinsin bee
line to same point and acted as covering party for other two parties
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Here very heavy M.G. Fire was experienced firing from the left, one of which was
located at approx. N.27.c.8.7. also rifle fire from Embankment. Party therefore could advance
no further, and withdrew very successfully under cover of smoke bombs (K.J.) and fire from
our Snipers.

OBSERVATIONS:

1 Enemy wire very heavy, but has been badly smashed by our artillery and
Stokes, and  no difficulty was experienced in getting through it at any point.

2. SALLOW Trench very shallow but bath-matted pretty continuously.

3. A “T” Sap off SALLOW Trench at approx. N.27.¢.55.10. apparently used as a
night post, there being stick bombs and post in good repair.

4, Apparently no day post this side of Culvert.

REMARKS:

Artillery fire accurate. Same appliesto Stokes.

Smoke, of Artillery and hand bombs very effective in obscuring enemy’s views
of active M.G. and rifle fire. Would seem that during withdrawal casualties were
directly avoided by use of hand smoke bombs.

Signallers must have patience and continue
sending until their signals are answered.

The lighting of flares and sending of messages will always be acknowledged as
having been received by the Observer, by R.D. on the Klaxon Horn.

A dark background must be chosen when laying out call letters, and ground
signal sheets, and always kept covered when not actually working in order to avoid
disclosing the position of Headquartersto the enemy.

If time permits each Battalion will send at least two messages by aeroplanes to
Brigade H.Q., as soon after their arrival at their objectives as possible.

Runners.

Runners will be used to as great an extent asis possible, if sufficient maps are
available, co-ordinates only should be given and the runner left to find his route by the

Patrols. on account
of raid of 42nd Battalion, patrols remained out only till midnight. No enemy encountered.

S.2.a, S.2.b., S.2.c. and S.2.d. shelled periodically
throughout day by 15. cm. gun. Trench Mortars. (Hogtile) A few roundsL.T.M. infront line
S.6.a80.95. M.G. & RifleFire: (Ours) We expended 16,400 rds. in harassing enemy by
night. (Hostile) Normal, till midnight, when probably the gas projection of the 9th Canadian
Infantry Brigade caused an increase. Aircraft: (Ours) Usual number were out patrolling our
lines. (Hogtile) 8 low flying enemy planes across our lines. All were engaged by M.G. fire
and driven back. At 5:00 p.m. 2 low flying machines dropped 3 bombs in S.11a 23 high
flying planes also crossed our lines.

Only unusual occurrence was bomb dropping by
aeroplanesin No Man's Land. Planes apparently ours.

General: Reconnaissance parties of the 176 and 177th Imperial Brigades came up to Brigade
H.Q., and were shown over area by Officers of this Brigade. The Brigadier-General of the
177th Imperial Brigade looked over Purple System and had lunch at Brigade Headquarters.
Casudlties. 42nd Battalion, 1 O.R. wounded.

Thu, Jul 25, 1918

Attitude of Enemy: Quiet. Artillery: (Ours) Normal. (Hostile) Quiet on our front during
the day, but very active at intervals on our right. During relief night 25/26th heavy enemy gas
shelling on our left. Gasdrifted over our lines but caused no serious inconvenience, as relief
was practically complete. Trench Mortars: (Ours) Nil. (Hogtile) Normal. M.G. & Rifle
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Fire: (Ours) Usual harassing fire. (Hogtile) Normal. Aircraft: (Ours) Some patrolling
during the day by our planes. (Hogtile) Nil.

General: In accordance with 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade Operation Order No. 156,
attached as Appendix “4” The Brigade less the 7th Cdn.T.M.Bty. wasrelieved in the line by
the 176th and 177th Imperial Brigades of the 59th Imperial Division, and moved back to
Billetsin G.H.Q. Reserve.

Brigade in the afternoon. Continuous rainfall throughout the day prevented any training being
done by Units of the Brigade.

Sun, Jul 28, 1918

church parade held at 11:00 am. by Mgjor KILPATRICK, Chaplain of the 42nd Battalion.
Parade attended by all Officers and Brigade Staff and all O.Rs. not on duty.

General: Lieut-Colonel HERTZBERG, D.S.O., M.C., R.C.E., commanding 3rd Canadian
Divisional Engineer Brigade visited Brigade in the afternoon. Word received about 10:00 p.m.
that Brigade would in all probability move on Tuesday morning July 30th. No destination
stated.

Mon, Jul 29, 1918

49th Battalion detailed for working parties with 8th Batallion, C.E. Remainder of Brigade
completed bathing as far as possible and carried out specialist and short training exercises.

REPORT ON RAID BY 42nd BATTALION, R.H.C., ons.6.d.2.9.
19/20th July, 1918.
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COVERING PARTY:

At 11:20 p.m. Lieut. HAYDEN and 10 O.Rs. who were to form the covering
party at enemy post at s.6.d.2.9. left our lines at s.6.¢.11.10. and proceeded aong SHORT
ALLEY. When this party had crossed through our wire, hostile patrol of approximately 20
were observed travelling N.E. at approx. s.6.c.4.7. but could not be engaged owing to the risk
of interfering with the raid itself. The party worked its way to the head of Sap and took up a
position at s.6.¢.10.59.

RAIDING PARTY:

Lieut. MORRIS and 21 O.Rs. then followed up SHORT ALLEY and left
s.6.d.1.6. at 12:25 am. and headed for small sunken trail, paralleling the trench, some 45 yds.
out where they lay waiting for zero hour. At zero hour barrage came down and patrol
immediately rushed post at s.6.d.2.9. which they reached without fire from the enemy.

Just asthey were jumping into the trench 3 of the enemy were observed to get out of right sap
and run towards the ARRAS-BAUPAUME ROAD and into our barrage. 1 N.C.O. and

4 O.Rs. rushed the left sap and bombed their way up, only to find it empty. 1 N.C.O. and

4 O.Rs. dedlt in asimilar manner with the right sap which was also found unoccupied.

Lieut. MORRIS and 5 O.Rs. moved down the sap to block which they found ha d been
completely destroyed by previous days shelling, and was also unoccupied. Patrol then
moved up the trench as far asthe ARRAS-BAUPAUME ROAD without encountering any
enemy but were unable to proceed further owing to our own barrage. At this moment a party
of 30 Huns were observed some 200 yds. to the N. of LONG ALLEY running towards their
own wire, apparently a patrol. This party was engaged by rifle fire and was last seen trying
to work their way through their own wire and into our barrage. Party then searched trench
and saps carefully for dugouts and identification but the only thing obtained was a haversack
containing black bread and fresh butter or margarine. Party then moved down the trench
towards our lines when it was discovered that one of party was missing. At 1:30 am. Lieut.
MORRIS called for volunteers and with 4 O.Rs. returned to raided post. On entering post
they were met by local counter-attack party and were forced to withdraw. The whole of the
party then returned to our lines which was reached at 2:00 am. Meanwhile Lieut. HAY DEN
and party remained at head of SHORT ALLEY and engaged the only M.G. which was
seriously interfering with the raiding party with L.G. fire. While doing this he had one man
killed by rifle fire but returned to our lines at 2:20 a.m. bringing back the body and
equipment. When it had been reported to him that the raiding party were all accounted for

BARRAGE:

Barrage was quite good throughout and silenced all selected M.Gs. with the
exception of gun at s.6.d.7.5. which could not be taken on by 4.5" Hows. owing to the
proximity to raided post. This M.G. was silenced by Lieut. HAYDEN with L.G. fire.

ENEMY BARRAGE:

Enemy barrage came down at 2 minutes after zero consisting of 77 mm, shells
which fell short distance in rear of front line while 4.1 and 5.9 shells were placed along
SUNKEN ROAD inS5.d.and T.1.a
FLARES.

His S.0.S. signal seemed to be double red and green flares, while golden
sprays seemed to indicate the flanks of attack.
CASUALTIES:
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1 O.R. killed by rifle fire.
DIVERSION:

At zero hour 2 red flares were fired from left flank of Battalion and 6 smoke
grenades fired in direction of CUT BANK in ?2.6.a. Enemy evidently thought raid was
coming from that direction as heavy M.G. fire was brought to bear on this spot.

Brigadier-General H. M. DYER, C.M.G., D.S.O,, (bar) and Major A. G. STYLES, D.S.0O,,
attended a conference at 8th Canadian Infantry Brigade Headquarters during the morning and
returned at 1:30 p.m. with Brigadier-General DRAPER, D.S.O, Lieut. Col. ORMOND,
D.S.0., and Lieut. Col. H. RUTHVEN, C.M.G., D.S.0O., and Mgjor S. C. NORSWORTHY,
D.S.O., M.C. At 2:30 p.m. the above mentioned Officers left for atour of the forward area.
Brigadier-General H. M. DYER, C.M.G., D.S.O,, (bar) and Major A. G. STYLES, D.S.0,,
returned to Brigade Headquarters at 8:00 p.m. Lieut. BAKER went to the Headquarters of the
Company of the 9th Tank Battalion at BACOUEL Station at 5:00 p.m. to arrange details of
training and returned at 9:30 p.m.

Fri, Aug 2, 1918

In accordance with 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade Operation Order No. 158, attached as
Appendix “1” the Brigade moved to SAINT FUSCIEN AREA. Billeting party under Captain
OSBORNE, M.C., proceeded to SAINT FUSCIEN AREA at 10:00 am. Move completed by
midnight 2/3rd August. Distribution of Brigade in billets as follows. 7th Canadian Infantry
Brigade Headquarters, ST. FUCIEN. R.C.R., SAINT-EN-AMIENOS. P.P.C.L.I., ST.
FUSCIEN. 42nd Battalion, ST. FUSCIEN. 49th Battalion, SAINS-EN-AMIENOS. 7th
Cdn.T.M.Bty., SAINS-EN-AMIENOS. 10th Canadian field Ambulance, SAINS-EN-
AMIENOS. All transport reported with their Units by midnight 2/3rd August.

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Sat, Aug 3, 1918

Reconnoitring parties went to the forward area from the Brigade today. Brigadier-General H.
M. DYER, CM.G., D.S.O., (bar), Lieut-Col. C. J. T. STEWART, P.P.C.L.l., Mgjor A. E.
WILLOUGHBY, R.C.R., and Captain E. OSBORNE, M.C., inthe first party. Major A. G.
STYLES, D.S.O,, Lieut-Col. B. Mc LENNAN, D.S.0O., and Major C. Y. WEAVER, in the
second party. Major R. L. H. EWING, D.S.0., M.C., Mgjor CHATTELL and Captain
WILBY, M.C.,, inthe third party. Captain WILBY, M.C,, took a second party at 5:00 p.m.
and returned at 10:30 p.m. A most unfortunate incident occurred, when at 5:00 p.m. Lieut.
Col. B. Mc LENNAN, D.S.0., was very seriously wounded and died half an hour later.
Major WEAVER and Major STY LES both narrowly escaped injury by the same shell. Lieut.
Col. B. Mc LENNAN'’S, body was brought back by Major STYLES, D.S.O., and
arrangements were made for the funeral to be held tomorrow afternoon.

In accordance with 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade Operation Order No. 159, attached as
appendix “2” P.P.C.L.I. moved to HEBECOURT at 9:00 p.m. to make room for the 52nd
Battalion who took over the billets vacated by P.P.C.L.I. Move was completed by midnight.

Sun, Aug 4, 1918

In the morning Major A. G. STYLES, D.S.O., Brigade Major informed the Brigade Staff of
the general outline of the attack during the coming week in which the Brigade isto
participate.

Lieut. Colonel B. Mc LENNAN, D.S.O., was buried this afternoon at 4:00 p.m. in Military
Cemetery at LONGUEAU. Captain WILBY, M.C., Lieut. BARBER, D.C.M., and Lieut.
BAKER went forward to look over positions allotted to the Brigade and returned at 1:30 am.
Brigadier-General H. M. DYER, C.M.G., D.S.O,, (bar) and Major A.G. STYLES, D.S.0O,,
attended a conference at 3rd Canadian Division Headquarters, at 11:00 am. A conference of
Battalion C.Os. of the Brigade was held at Brigade Headquarters at 6:00 p.m.

Mon, Aug 5, 1918

Captain WILBY, M.C., took a party to the forward area, leaving at 6:00 p.m. P.P.C.L.I.
moved back from HEBECOURT to ST. FUSCIEN. Move completed at 11:00 p.m. A party
of Brigade Observers went forward to establish a Brigade O.P., in accordance with orders
received from 3rd Canadian Division at 10:30 p.m.

Tue, Aug 6, 1918

The Brigade remained in ST. FUSCIEN AREA until darkness set in, then a move was made
to Concentration Area, GENTELLES WOOQOD, with Brigade Headquarters at BOVES, in
accordance with 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade Operation Order no. 160, attached as
Appendix “3”. Daily reconnaissance of the forward area continued.

Wed, Aug 7, 1918

The Units bivouaced in GENTELLES WOOD, strict attention being paid to concealment, by
utilization of natural cover. Reconnaissance of DOMART AREA still carried on. Lieut.
General Sir ARTHUR CURRIE, K.C.B., K.C.M.G., visited Brigade Headquarters. Battalions
moved to first assembly positions and Brigade Headquarters moved to QUARRIES,
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DOMART, Ref. Map Sheet DEMUIN, U.26.b.2.1. See 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade
Narrative, attached as Appendix “8”. Move completed at 2:00 am. Aug. 8th.

Thu, Aug 8, 1918

Zero hour a 4:20 am., after 3 minutes bombardment attack commenced. Enemy retaliation
slow, erratic and slight. At 5:20 am. Battalions began to move to 2nd Assembly Positions,
GREEN LINE, preparatory to jumping off. For the attack the Brigade was disposed as
follows: R.C.R,, right. 42nd Battalion, centre. 49th Battalion, left. P.P.C.L.I., Support.
Each attacking Battalion had two Stokes Mortars, a Section of Field Artillery, a Battery of
Machine Guns and Tanks. At 8:20 am. the attacking Battalions jumped off from the GREEN
LINE and commenced working towards RED LINE, the Brigade Objective. At 10:45 am. all
Objectives had been taken, but it was 11:50 a.m. before definite word was brought back to
Brigade Headquarters, which had in the meantime moved from QUARRIES, DOMART to
Report Centre, Ref. Map sheet DEMUIN, C.12.a2.6. The RED LINE Objective was captured
without serious casualties. The P.P.C.L.1. in 2nd Assembly Position received heavy shelling
where they suffered all their casualties for the day.

At 12 Noon the 4th Canadian Division passed through the Brigade and we then came into
Divisional Reserve. At 5:30 p.m. under orders of 3rd Canadian Division the Brigade
assembled in CLAUDE WOOD AREA. Brigade Headquartersin MAZE, Ref. Map Sheet
DEMUIN, C.12.b.5.8. , where the night was spent quietly.

Fri, Aug 9, 1918

The Brigade still in Divisional Reserve. A conference of G.O.Cs. and Brigade Majors was
held in West Side VALLEY WOOD, D.13.central at 9:30 am. where plans were laid for a
further advance through the 4th Canadian Division. In accordance with 7th Canadian Infantry
Brigade Operation Order No. 161, attached as Appendix “4”, the Brigade assembled in
BEAUCOURT AREAwith Brigade Headquartersat D.28.a.9.9. Following up the 8th
Canadian Infantry Brigade at 9:00 p.m. the Brigade moved to LE QUESNEL AREA, with
Brigade Headquarters at Ref. Map Sheet 66E, K.9.a.4.8., in readiness to leap frog the 8th
Canadian Infantry Brigade.

Sat, Aug 10, 1918
The Brigade remained in rest in same area as on Sth.

Sun, Aug 11, 1918

In accordance with 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade Operation Order No. 200, attached as
Appendix “5”, the Brigade relieved the 97th and 14th Brigades, (32nd Imperial Division) in
the line West of PARVILLERS. Relief complete 7:00 am. Brigade disposed as follows:
P.P.C.L.I. right, front line. 42nd Battalion, left front line. R.C.R., right Support. 4Sth
Battalion, left Support. Brigade Headquarters at ROUVROY -BOUCHOIR ROAD,
(K.13.c.2.4.) L.13.c.2.4.

Mon, Aug 12, 1918
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During early hours of the morning whilst relief was in progress enemy artillery was very
active. Our artillery shelled rear areas of enemy. Hogtile Machine Gun fire very active. at
At: 3:30 p.m. the 42nd Battalion commenced a bombing attack to drive the enemy from old
German Front Line Trenches, in (K).17., (K).18., and (K).22. & 23. and to capture
PARVILLERS. At 9:00 p.m. the 42nd Battalion had completed a fine operation, after very
severe fighting. P.P.C.L.I. with one company, also attacked Old German Trenches from
L.28.c.8.2. to L.35.a15.70. and after very heavy fighting secured same. Enemy Artillery and
M.G. fire very active. Enemy appeared to hold PARVILLERS very strongly.

Tue, Aug 13, 1918

The P.P.C.L.l. were counter-attacked by the enemy at 6:00 a.m. before the 9th Canadian
Infantry Brigade could get into position and make our flank secure. Outnumbered, but putting
up a stiff resistance, the P.P.C.L.I. were forced back to aline, L.27.b.55.25., ina S.E.
direction to L.35.a.0.7., thence Southerly to L.35.d.80.45. 100 enemy were killed and 15
taken prisoner. At 7:30 p.m. the 49th Battalion cleared the German Front Line Trench in
L.23.a and established apost at L.23.c.8.9. The 42nd Battalion on the left cleared the trench
running from L.23.a.9.9. to 1.17.a.30.05.

Wed, Aug 14, 1918

At 6:30 am. after 15 minutes hurricane bombardment, the P.P.C.L.I. on right and 49th
Battalion on the left cleared the Hun out of his own trench systemin L.22.b., c., & d. and
L.28.a, b., & c. Strong patrols were pushed forward into PARVILLERS and BLUCHER
WOOD. We were unable to keep our hold on PARVILLERS, and fighting almost back to
back we had to withdraw our advanced patrols and posts to the line of our objective, viz.
L.22.d.9.9,,L.22.d.3.0,,L.28.a75.40., L.28.a.65.00., L.28.c.1.6. Thislinewasavery
substantial gain and was secured with the minimum of loss to our troops and very severe
casualtiesto the enemy. The 42nd Battalion made good the line, L.18.a.9.9., along the trench
to L.23.central. At 11:00 p.m. the R.C.R. passing through the P.P.C.L.1. and the 49th
Battalion advanced on PARVILLERS.

R.C.R. met with no serious opposition, but severe gassing. Completed capture of
PARVILLERS at 3:40 am. The operations leading up to the capture of PARVILLERS were
well planned and carried out only with the most severe fighting of our Brigade during the
AMIENS battle. The 3rd Canadian Infantry Brigade commenced the relief of the 7th
Canadian Infantry Brigade, inthe line: See 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade operation Order
No. 162, attached as Appendix “7”. Relief-ecomp

Relief complete about 4:00 p.m. Brigade moved by march route and lorry to LE QUESNEL
AREA into bivouacs. Inthe late afternoon the Brigade moved to VALLEY WOOD AREA.

An inspection of the Brigade was held during the afternoon, a which M. CLEMANCEAU,
Premier of France, his Chief Military Advisor Field Marshall Sir DOUGLA HAIG, Kt.,
G.C.B., G.C.V.0,, K.C.l.E., Commander-in-Chief, British Armies in France and Lord
DERBY . British Ambassador to France, Lieut-General Sir H. RAWLINSON, Bart.,
G.C.V.0O, K.C.B,, K.C.M.G., Commanding 4th Army, Major-General L. J. LIPSETT, C.B.,
C.M.G., Commanding 3rd Canadian Division and other military men were present. Brigade
marched past after inspection.

Mon, Aug 19, 1918

The Brigade still located in VALLEY WOOD AREA. Bathing parades carried on. Lieut-
General Sir ARTHUR CURRIE, K.C.B., K.C.M.G., visited Brigade Headquarters and
Battalions.

In accordance with 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade Operation Order No. 163, attached as
Appendix “9”, the Brigade moved by road to BOVES.

A conference of Commanding Officers was held at Brigade Headquarters at 11:30 am., after
which the Divisional Commander called at Brigade Headquarters and lunched with Brigadier-
General H. M. DYER, C.M.G., D.S.0., (bar).

The Battalions carried out P.T. and bathing parades during day.

Sun, Aug 25, 1918

Brigadier-General H. M. DYER, C.M.G., D.S.O,, (bar) and Major A.G. STYLES, D.S.0O,,
Brigade Major attended Divisional conference at 8th Canadian Infantry Brigade Headquarters,
(G.28.b.0.8. a 10:00 am. Conference of O.Cs. held at 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade
Headquarters at 2:30 p.m. Battalions carried out P.T. and bathing parades during the day.

In accordance with 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade Operation Order No. 167, attached as
Appendix “13", the Brigade commenced to move from DUISANS Area a 8:00 am., and
upon completion of move at 11:30 p.m. was disposed as follows: Brigade Headquarters,
CHATHAM CAVE, G.29.centrd. R.C.R.,G.30. P.P.C.L.l., G.24.c. and d. 42nd Battalion,
G.29.a. 4%9th Battalion, G.24.c. 7th Cdn.T.M.Bty., G.28.b.85.80.

Mon, Aug 26, 1918

The 8th Canadian Infantry Brigade attacked at 3:00 am., first objective GREEN LINE,
second objective, RED LINE, as shown on SECRET MAP “A” issued with Operation Order
No. 167. 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade O.P. established at 3:00 am. at PELVES ORAD
K.26.c.1.0. At 4:00 am. a message was received from S.C.1. at the O.P. timed 3:25 am.,,
“Attack progressing. Much M.G. fire. Hogtile shelling light” and also one timed 3:30 am.:
“M.G. fire slackening. No more enemy flares’.

At 5:45 am. word was received that 5th Canadian Infantry Brigade was moving forward on
our right.

7th Canadian Infantry Brigade ordered to move forward to positions of readiness at ORANGE
HILL- to be held there ready to pass through the 8th Canadian Infantry Brigade. Upon receipt
of the foregoing order at 6:20 am., a conference of C.Os. was held at Brigade Headquarters,
CHATHAM CAVE. At 6:40 am. Battalion Commanders left Brigade Headquarters with
ordersto move forward to positions of readiness. At 7:45 am. a message was received from
8th Canadian Infantry Brigade reporting that they were on the GREEN LINE without any
serious opposition. At 8:40 am. message received from the 8th Canadian Infantry Brigade
reporting the capture by the 5th C.M.Rs. of the RED LINE and 200 prisoners at 6:28 am.
Casualties believed light. 8th C.1.B. in touch with 20th Battalion on the right. At 9:10 am.
message received from S.C.1. asfollows. “O.P. reports 2nd Division fighting in N.10.c. and
d. SomeM.G. firefromH.24.d. Remainder of RED LINE on our front gained”. At 9:30
a.m. message from S.C.1. reporting all Battalions in positions of readiness, as arranged, West
of GRANGE HILL (See Appendix “13")

At 10:15 am. 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade Headquarters established at H.34.d.4.8.
Battalions passed forward of this point (H.34.d.4.8.) a approximately 10:00 am. and through
the 8th Canadian Infantry Brigade at 11:00 am. with the R.C.R. ontheright, P.P.C.L.I. onthe
left, The 49th Battalion being under ordersto throw out a protective screen on the left of the
P.P.C.L.I. and the 42nd Battalion in Brigade Reserve.

The R.C.R. and P.P.C.L.l. advanced, passing through the 8th Canadian Infantry Brigade
without much opposition at first. The R.C.R reported at 11:16 am. being held up by heavy
M.G. fire and no troops advancing on the right, and the P.P.C.L.l. later came under heavy
M.G. fire from the village of PELVES and from JGSAW WOOQOD. As the Battalions reached
the line enemy resistance had considerably stiffened. At 1:25 p.m. the 4th Canadian I nfantry
Brigade was ordered to withdraw all troops North of the CAMBRAI ROAD and the boundary
between the 2nd and 3rd Canadian Divisions was accordingly altered to the CAMBRAI
ROAD inclusive to 3rd Canadian Division. The 8th Canadian Infantry Brigade was ordered
to get in touch with the 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade and assist by protecting flanks of the
7th Canadian Infantry Brigade with two Battalions and by placing the remainder of the
Brigade in position to support the 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade.

The 42nd Battalion which had moved up to a position immediately west of MONCHY (See
Appendix “ 14" was ordered to side slip 1,000 yards to the right and to make good aline
running along FACTORY TRENCH, including the maze of trenches immediately S.E. of
MONCHY. Inthisattack heavy resistance was met with and by 8:30 p.m. our line was as
follows. (See Appendix “14").

The 51st Highland Division on our left was now reported to have captured MOUNT
PLEASANT and ROEUX.

Tanks co-operated in the attack and were allotted as follows. 2to R.C.R. 2to P.P.C.L.I. On
the right the 2 tanks allotted to the R.C.R. were put out of action near MONCHY before
overtaking the advancing Infantry.

When the advance was held up in FACTION TRENCH on the left the 2 Tanks allotted to the
P.P.C.L.I. were sent forward to overcome the M.G. fire but were put out of action on the way
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up and were of no further assistance. The crews of the Tanks, however, rendered valuable aid
as they dismantled the Tanks and used their M.Gs. in the trenches.

Artillery support was excellent throughout the day, particularly during an enemy counter
attack which massed in JUGSAW WOOD [JIGSAW WOOD] and VALLEY and was
thoroughly dispersed.

Aeroplanes assisted materially in the attack in spite of rain and low clouds. No contact work
was possible during the morning of the 26th.

Tue, Aug 27, 1918

The 9th Canadian Infantry Brigade gained the BOIS DE SART and BOIS DE VERT, passing
through the right Battalion at approximately 3:00 a.m.

The 42nd Battalion relieved the 58th Battalion in the BOIS DE SART at 9:30 p.m. and came
under orders of the 9th Canadian Infantry Brigade. Thisrelief was carried out during the
night, being complete at 5:10 am. on the morning of the 28th.

At 12 Noon on the 27th the 49th Battalion came under the orders of the 9th Canadian Infantry
Brigade.

At 2:00 p.m. on the 27th the P.P.C.L.I. were ordered to bomb their way to PELVES aong
FACTION, FRICTION and CARTRIDGE TRENCHES. The enemy offered strenuous
resistance and many lively bombing encounters ensued, in which severe casualties were
inflicted on the enemy. Some progress was made up these trenches but the objective was not
reached.

At midnight our line ran as per Appendix ( 14).

During the afternoon of the 27th PELVES was heavily bombarded by our heavies and
immediately after the bombardment ceased the 51st Highland Division on the left advanced
and captured CHURCH TRENCH.

On the night of the 27th/28th the bombardment of PELV ES was renewed with the result that
the enemy practically evacuated the village.

Wed, Aug 28, 1918

At 2:00 a.m. the 49th Battalion which was again under orders of the 7th Canadian Infantry
Brigade moved their Headquarters forward to 1.31.b.4.1., preparatory to atacking PELVES,
in accordance with Operation Orders No. 168, attached as Appendix

At 5:00 am. the attack commenced. The trenches South of PELVES, and the village itself
were quickly gained without serious opposition by the enemy or lossto our troops. At 10:30
am. all objectiveswere gained. HAT and KIT Trenches being in our possession.

At 11:00 am. the P.P.C.L.I. were ordered to advance and capture JGSAW WOOD in
conjunction with the 42nd Battalion on their right and the 49th Battalion on their left. The
woods was gained quickly in spite of severe M.G. fire from their left flank and no serious
opposition was encountered in the wood.

At 4:30 p.m. orders were issued that the Brigade would be relieved by the Canadian
Composite Brigade. Our line had been established and remained as per Appendix (“4”).
Casualties during the operations 26th to 28th, were as follows:

REPORT ON OPERATION UNDERTAKEN SOUTH EAST OF AMIENS
BETWEEN 8TH AND 16TH OF AUGUST 1918.

On the night 25th/26th July the Brigade was relieved in the MERCATEL SECTOR by
the 59th Division, moving into the BERNEVILLE Area on completion of relief.

On 30th July the Brigade commenced to move SOUTH, staging the first night in the
HAUTE VISEE —IVERGNY Area.

During the early morning of 31st July the Brigade entrained at DOULLENS and
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BOUQUEMAISON, detraining during the day at SALEUX from where a move was made to
the HEBECOURT Areawhere units went into billets.

On 1st August the G.O.C. and Brigade Major attended a Divisional conference at the
Headquarters 8th Canadian Infantry Brigade, PECU??L, there the outline of the proposed
operation to be carried out by the Canadian Corps was given, and tasks allotted to Brigades
explained.

Generally, the Fourth Army in co-operation with the First French Army was to
undertake an operation against the enemy’ s position, EAST and SOUTH WEST of AMIENS
with the object of freeing the main AMIENS — PARIS Railway.

The 9th Canadian Infantry Brigade and two Battalions of the 8th Canadian Infantry
Brigade were allotted the task of capturing the first of the Divisional Objectives, (The Green
Line), and the 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade was committed to the second objective, (The
Red Line).

Tanks, Motor Machine Guns, Cavalry, and Cyclists were to co-operate, and it was
Notified that the Attack would probably take place within a weekstime. The importance of
secrecy was impressed upon all. From this date until “Y” day, (7th August), the time was
occupied in preparing plans on the operation and in making reconnaissance of the Areato be
operated on. Good observation of the enemy’ s line was had from the high ground NORTH of
DOMART.

From 2nd August until “X.Y.” night the Brigade was in billets at ST. FUSCIEN and
SAINS EN AMENOIS.

On “X.Y.” night, 6th/ 7th August, the whole Brigade moved to GENTELLES WOOD
with Brigade H.Q. in BOVES.

On “Y.Z.” night, 7th/8th August, the assembly areas were occupied, all units being
reported in position by 2.00 am., 8th August. Brigade H.Q. were established in the
QUARRY just WEST of DOMART.

APPENDIX " 8"

Disposition and Objectives.

The dispositions of the Brigade for the attack were as follows :-

Infantry.

The Royal Canadian Regiment on the right, the 42nd Canadian Battalion (R.H.C.)
In the centre, and the 49th Canadian Battalion (E.R.) onthe left. The Princess Patricia’'s
Canadian Light Infantry were in Brigade Reserve.

Stokes Mortars.
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Two guns from the 7th Canadian T. M. Battery on pack animals were attached to each
Battalion.

Machine Guns.

Four batteries 3rd Bn., C.M.G.C. were dlotted to support the advance of the Brigade,
one of these batteries being held in Brigade Reserve.

Tanks.

Three companies of the 5th Tank Battalion were allotted to the Division for the
operation, and such as were in action when the GREEN LINE was captured wereto go
forward to the RED LINE. In addition two supply tanks were allotted to the Brigade.

Artillery.

The advance of the Brigade was covered by heavy artillery concentration and by
advanced sections of Field Artillery.

The 1st Canadian Division was on our left, the 42nd French Division on our right.

Copies 7th Canadian Infantry Brigade “Instructions fir Offensive No.1”, dated 5-8-18,
and : Instructions for Offensive No. 17, continued, dated 7-8-18 are attached hereto.

Map “A” attached hereto shows assembly areas, routes, objectives and dispositions of
battalions for the operation on 8th August.

The enemy’ s attitude during “X-Z" night gave no indication of any knowledge of our
attack , and if anything his artillery night firing was below normal.

The attack commenced at 4.20 am. 8th August with the Artillery Barrage, and at Zero
plus one hour the Brigade commenced to crossthe LUCE River by the bridges previously
prepared, and at 6.30 a.m. the whole Brigade was reported across the river and formed in
position WEST of HILL 104. The crossing was made with very few casualties and reflects
great credit not only upon arrangements made for counter battery work but also on the
excellent arrangements made by battalion commanders for crossing, and the splendid
discipline displayed by all ranks during a most trying period.

At 8.20 am. the Brigade passed through the 8th and 9th Canadian Infantry Brigades in
the GREEN LINE and commenced the Attack towards the RED LINE.

At 8.30 am. Brigade Headquarters moved forward to BABE TRENCH in C.12.a.2.7.
where same was established at 9.30 am.

On the whole the advance was not difficult. The enemy was demoralized by the speed
of the advance and by surprise, and he did not serioudly fight his positions.

On the right the Royal Canadian Regiment cleared VALLEY WOOD

WHEELBARROW Wood with the assistance of tanks, and by 9.45 a.m. this regiment had
reached its final objective. Closest touch was maintained with the French throughout.
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An International Company composed of a French section, (platoon), and an R.C.R.
Platoon under the command of a French Officer, Lt. Rouex maintained touch
between the flanks of the two Armies in a most effective manner.

A platoon under Lieut. J. W. MILLER was able to be of assistance to the French at
MEXIERES. Our right flank being in advance of them, this platoon worked into the EAST
end of the village and then held on until the French were able to reduce the opposition and
come up.

In the centre — The 42nd Canadian Battalion (R.H.C.) advanced rapidly and by a well
executed movement captured two German batteries, a4.1" and an 8", which were firing point
blank against our troops. A number of gun limbers and horses were also captured. At 10.00
a.m. this battalion had reached its Objective and had patrols pushed forward through
CLAUDE WOOQOD.

On the left the 49th Canadian Battalion (E.R.), had along and difficult advance to
their jumping off position. By careful handling the battalion was brought forward and the
attack commenced in line with the rest of the Brigade. Little opposition was met with until
CERFS WOOD was reached and at this point a machine gun nest threatened to prove
dangerous. A well thought out plan was put into operation by Captain Tipton with a small
force and the opposition effectively reduced. This battalion reached its final objective at
approximately 10.00 am.

The enemy did not attempt any deliberate counter attack onus. At 10.30 am. a
force about one battalion in strength advanced from the direction of CAY EUX, but was put to
flight by small patrols of our centre and left battalions.

At 11.00 am. the Cavalry crossed from our left accompanied by whippet tanks in
pursuit of the enemy.

At 12.30 p.m. units of the 4th Canadian Division passed through in their advance on
BEAUCOURT.

With the capture of the enemy’ s gun line at approximately 9.00 a.m. practically
al hostile artillery fire ceased for the day. A few high velocity guns fired on prominent
features, like MAISON BLANCHE, but caused no damage.

At 5.30 p.m. the Brigade was ordered to concentrate in VALLEY WOOD and
CLAUDE, preparatory to continuing the advance on the 9th. This concentration was
completed by 8.00 p.m., all transport rgjoining their units and Brigade Headquarters being
established on the high ground just SOUTH of DEMUIN.

At 9.30 am. 9th August the G.O.C. attended a Divisional conference at VELLEY
WOOD and the Brigade was at once moved forward to the area just WEST of BEAUCOURT
to support the advance of the 8th Canadian Infantry Brigade on LE QUESNEL WOOD.

The Brigade remained in this position during the day and at 9.30 p.m. moved forward
to the area just WEST of FOLIES preparatory to attacking through the 8th Canadian I nfantry
Brigade in the early morning 10th August. Brigade Headquarters were established in old
AMIENS DEFENCE LINE just WEST of Le QUESNEL Station.
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At 4.00 am. 10th August the Brigade was ordered to pass through the 8th Canadian
Infantry Brigade EAST of Le QUESNEL and attack PARVILLERS. This order was
subsequently cancelled and the 32nd (Imperial) Division passed through in our stead.

The Brigade remained in the FOLIES — Le QUESNEL Areauntil 7.00 p.m. 11th
August when we moved forward under ordersto relieve the 97th Infantry Brigade and
elements of 14th Infantry Brigade in the old BRITISH FRONT LINE between
FOUQUESCOURT and PARVILLERS. The relief was difficult owing to the indefinite
nature of the situation. At 7.00 am. 12th August it was complete and the Brigade was
disposed as follows —

Right Front Line— P.P.C.L.l. — Right Support — The Royal Canadian Regiment — L eft Front
Line 42nd Canadian Battalion (R.H.C.) Left Support 49th Canadian Battalion (E.R.). Brigade
Headquarters a K.13.c.2.3. (66E, 1/40,000.)

At 9.30 p.m. on the 12th August the 42nd Canadian Battalion (R.H.C.) with two
companies on the left, and the P.P.C.L.I. with one company on the right, crossed the old “No
Man's Land” at FOUQUESCOURT and just South of PARVILLERS respectively, to attack
the old GERMAN Front Line System from PARVILLERS to FOUQUESCOURT.

At 2.30 p.m. the two attacking companies of the 42nd Canadian Battalion
were in position on the Right front of the 10th Brigade, the Brigade on our left, and at this
hour jumped off and commenced to bomb their way down the trenches to the main road from
PARVILLERS to ROUVROQY, i.e, from L.22.b.60.60 to L.23.¢.60.20, which was their first
objective. The attack came as a surprise to the enemy and was well planned and executed.

After the surprise effect had worn off, the enemy who occupied these trenches in great
numbers, offered strenuous opposition, but the advance of our men was irresistible. Aswe
bombed our way South down the old German trenches Blocks established in the
Communication Trenches leading to the East.

As the advance proceeded towards PARVILLERS part of the 42nd Canadian Battalion
who remained in our old front line crossed “No Man’s Land”, and occupied the recently
captured trenches,

By 9.00 p.m. our line was reported as follows :- (although fighting was still in
progress) ,- L.18.a.9.9,, dong trenchto L.18.c.2.0.to L.17.d.5.6.to L.23.a.8.8.to L.17.c.5.2
to L.22.b.8.5., thence along the main road to the old BRITISH FRONT LINE

Two companies of the 49th Canadian Battalion were despatched to the assistance of
the 42nd Canadian Battalion, oneto close support Left Front, and one to close support Right
Front. Severl attempts by the enemy to recapture these trenches were frustrated, many
casualties were inflicted on the enemy who put up avery stubborn resistance, but the
combination of our Lewis Gunners, Bombers, Rifle Grenadiers and Bayonet Men was not to
be denied.

Approximately 60 prisoners, 24 Machine Guns, and two Hotchkiss Guns were captured.
At least 100 dead were counted, and many other casualties were inflicted.

During this operation one of the platoons took awrong turn in L.18. and proceeded
down the German trenches in an Easterly direction instead of Southerly, and bombed their
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way for 1200 yards into enemy territory. This platoon had to withdraw later in order to
conform to the general line.

At the same time the P.P.C.L.I. operation was somewhat delayed as it was found that
certain Posts reported to be occupied by our troops on our right did not exist, and accordingly
the attack was delayed until 8.00 p.m.

The enemy put up avery stiff resistance from the begining and as they were in
considerable numbers suffered severe casualties. Twenty six Machine Guns were captured by
our forces and dismantled. The trench system was made good Westward from L.35.a.15.70 to
L.28.¢.80.20.

13th August. At 6.00 am. before the left Battalion of the Right Brigade could come
into position on our right, and thus protect the Right Flank of the P.P.C.L.I., two counter
attacks in force by the enemy forced usto retire to the old German Front Line System in
L.27.d., and L.28.c. Inthisoperation 100 of the enemy had been killed and 15 0. Ps.
[Prisoners] captured. Fighting continued intermittently all day on this flank, and by 10.00
p.m. our Line was as follows :- L.27.b.55.25 in a South Easterly direction to L.35.a.00.70 then
Southerly to L.35.d.80.45.

On the same day whilst the P.P.C.L.l. were working to the South, the 49th Canadian
Battalion commencing at 7.30 p.m. cleared the German Front Line trench in L.23.a,, and
established a Pogt at L.23.c.80.90. Very severe fighting took place in this Area and several
prisoners and machine guns were captured.

At the same time the 42nd Cana dian Battalion on the left of the Brigade Front cleared
the trench running from L.23.a.90.90 to L.23.a.60.75 to L.17.a.30.05.

14th August. At 6.30 am. after fifteen minutes hurricane bombardment by Artillery,
the P.P.C.L.I. on the Right and the 49th Canadian Battalion on the Left, commenced to clear
the enemy out of the trench syssemin L.22.b. c. and d. ,and L.28.a. b. and c. No very
serious opposition was met with, and at 6.50 am. our line was established as follows :-
L.22.d.90.90, L.22.d.30.00, L.28.a75.40., L.28.a.65.00., L.28.¢.10.60., where we connected
up with the 9th Canadian Infantry Brigade.

Strong patrols were immediately pushed forward beyond PARVILLERS by the
P.P.C.L.I. (who established a temporary Company Headquartersin the Church in
PARVILLERS), and towards BLUCHER WOOD by the 49th Canadian Battalion; these
patrols were severely engaged and some very close fighting took place during the day in the
areajust forward of our line, many casualties being inflicted on the enemy. Our patrols and
advanced posts were eventually forced to retire fighting hard.

In the case of the P.P.C.L.l. who were attacked from the L eft flank their two front
companies fought almost back to back to our old objective.

During the afternoon of the 14th August orders were received from the 3rd Canadian
Division to make good the line of Road running L.17.b.85.99 in a Southerly direction from
L.17.b. and d., L.23.b. and d., L.29 central to L.29.d.10.20. Thisincluded the whole of
PARVILLERS.
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During the evening the 42nd Canadian Battalion made good the line L.18.a.90.90
along the trench to L.23. central. The 49th Canadian Battalion consolidated the position and
established a Post in the Western portion of BLUCHER WOOD.

At 8.00 p.m., The Royal Canadian Regiment were ordered to move forward and
capture PARVILLERS and to make good the line of the road EAST of that place above
referred to.

At 11.00 p.m. The Royal Canadian Regiment passed through the Princess Patricia’s
Canadian Light Infantry and the 49th Canadian Battalion (E. R.) to the attack on
PARVILLERS.

The enemy where met fled in confusion and little opposition was encountered. A
severe gas shelling of LE QUESNOY Area caused certain inconvenience, but was not
sufficient to hold up the attack.

At 3.40 p.m. 15th August, The Royal Canadian Regiment reported all objectives
gained. Very few prisoners were captured in this operation, but severe casualties were
inflicted on the enemy.

Patrols were immediately sent forward to get in touch with the enemy who were
retiring towards their trench line about FRESNOY . Parties were also detailed to thoroughly
mop up the strong points in the village which had been strongly held by the enemy during our
operations on the 14th instant.

At 12 NOON 15th instant our lineran :- L.29.d.1.7, along theroad to L.18.c.1.1.
thence along old trench to L.12.¢.99.00.

Desultory fighting took place during the day EAST of this line; our patrols engaging
the enemy about SCHWETZ WOOD and WEST of Le CRAVETTE.

On the night 15th/16th August the Brigade wasrelieved in the line by the 3rd
Canadian Infantry Brigade and moved back to the LE QUESNES Area, and thence to
VALLEY WOOD on the afternoon of the 16th instant.

The operation about PARVILLERS was a gtrict return to trench warfare and in the
operation the Bomb and Bayonet with the Lewis Gun were the chief weapons used. The
fighting was at all times difficult and practically hand to hand with the enemy in a nearly ideal
position. During the four daus [days| there was little or no opportunity for rest or sleep and
the greatest credit is reflected upon the troops engaged for their magnificent fighting ability
and for the high spirit that they maintained throughout. During this time they cleared many
miles of old trenches under the stiffest opposition and captured an area approximately 3000
yards in width by 2000 yards in depth very strongly defended throughout with its labyrinth of
trenches. The men were admirably led by their Officersand N.C.Os. , and even when these
became casualties there was no lack of initiative on the part of private soldiersin taking
command and pushing the attack home.

Our casualties were comparatively light while those inflicted on the enemy were
correspondingly heavy.

7TH CANADIAN INFANTRY BRIGADE

SECRET

Summary of lessons and experiences gained from recent operations.

1. METHOD OF ATTACK.
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To insure success the advance must be continuous. Troops who areto leap frog
leading troops must be well up, and make their attack without delay as soon as the first
objective has been gained.

When Machine Gun nests are met with which threaten to hold up the advance the
general attack must not be held up. Troops who do not meet opposition on their front must
push on, and men should not be wasted in reinforcing points where opposition is met. In
every case the opposition of machine guns was overcome as soon as the troops on the flanks
had advanced level with the rest.

The attention must always be paid to xlanks [flanks] as herfetofore, but danger from an
exposed flank in any operation undertaken by a Battalion is considered to be very remote.

It mustbe impressed upon all troops in the attack that dash and rapidity in the advance
are the most effective means of dealing with the enemy’ s opposition, and so disorganizing
him that he will find it impossible to put his defensive plans into operation, and be unable to
organize local counter attacks.

A concrete example of the value of the foregoing was furnished on the 8th inst, when
an enemy battalion advanced for a counter attack from the vicinity of CAYEUX. Thisforce
encountered our patrols advancing from CERFS and CLAUDE WOODS and fled in great
confusion before a force of less than one tenth of its strength.

It is considered that objectives must always be laid down definitely, and the exact
extent of objectives communicated to al ranks.

2. FORMATION FOR ATTACK.

Lines of sections in file with a screen of skirmishers, (Scouts). Acrossthe frontage, is
without doubt the best formation. It allows of :-
@ The greatest possible speed to be maintained throughout the advance.
(b)  The formation being kept in hand.
(©) Section leaders keeping direction, and so leading their sections.
(d) A fighting unit being maintained throughout.
(e Advantage being taken of any existing cover, and so cutting down casualties.
)] Early information from Scout screen.
(9) Rapid manoeuvre by the Commander since his Units are well in hand.

When the enemy’ s line of resistance has been passed, the screen of Scouts preceeding
the attack is essential. In thisway the isolated centres of resistance discovered, and as each
point requires a special manoeuvre, the Commander on the spot is able to form his plan
and put it into effect while only exposing the minimum of his force to hostile machine gun
and riflefire.

3. METHOD OF DEALING WITH HOSTILE MACHINE GUNS.

The use of Tanks, and the rapidity of our advance, to reduce the moral of the enemy
machine gunners, that only in a few instances did they seriously attempt to fight their
positions.

In these cases it was found that where afew men kept the enemy’ s attention engaged
to his front, that small parties of snipers or Lewis Gunners were ablt [able] to work around the
flanks, and that as soon as he was engaged from behind, or from a flank, all opposition
ceased.
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Trained snipers proved most useful against machine guns. By working into a position
from which the target could be engaged, their very accurate long range fire met with most
successful results, and in may [many] cases they were able to knock out the mach ine guns
themselves. The training of snipersin thiswork isall important.

4. USE OF TANKS.

As heretofore, the great moral effect of the Tanks, both upon the enemy and our own
men, quite justified their use in itself.

During the Operations of this Brigade on the 8th August only one Tank was destroyed,
the remainder going through with usto our objective.

The Tanks throughout were most effectively handled, and they responded quickly to
calls for assistance.

The two male tanks which operated aong the North and South sides of VALLEY
WOOD effectively reduced all opposition at this point, and their six pounder guns caused the
greatest amount of confusion amongst the enemy holding out at that point.

CLAUDE WOOD was also taken on successfully by a Tank, and all opposition there
reduced, the Tank passing through the wood.

The rapidity of our advance through the enemy’ s gun line reduced his offensive power
to such an extent that only one tank was knocked out by an enemy anti-tank gun.

Experience gained subsequent to our attack would appear to show that where anti-tank
guns are likely to be met, that the tanks must not advance ahead of the infantry, but that they
should remain from 200 to 300 yards behind, where they can take every advantage of existing
cover. Theinfantry scout screen should be able to locate the enemy anti-tank guns, and once
being found, they can be dealt with.

Where tanks act as a screen ahead of infantry advancing over unknown country, it
would appear inevitable that the mgjority of them will be

knocked out by anti-tank guns.

When points of resistance are discovered by the Scout Screen, the Tanks will be able
to co-operate with the infantry in their reduction.

The two supply tanks allotted this Brigade were of the utmost use and solved the
problem of supply for attacking troops.

They each carried :-
40,000 rounds S.A.A. 500 Stokes shells.
150 filled, 2 gal.Water Tins. 250 Lewis Gun magazines,
150 shovels. filled.
75 picks.

5. STOKES MORTARS.

Two guns were allotted to each Battalion, and they were carried on pack animals
together with 54 rounds per gun.

Circumstances did not arise which required their use, but it was clearly demonstrated

that this method of carriage of guns and ammunition can be effectively followed

during operations of this nature.

6. LEWIS GUNS.

The Lewis Gun proved most effective during the operation, its fire power and
mobility are much superior to the German Gun, and the crews have the greatest
confidence in the weapon. All are convinced of its superiority over the German gun.
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7. MACHINE GUNS.

The Vickers Guns allotted to this Brigade did not come into action as defensive
guns, and little opportunity was found for their use as offensive guns. They were
extremely mobile when carried on pack animals and were a al times available, as
Brigade Reserve.

8. GRENADES.

Little use was found for the No. 36 rifle grenade during the operation on the

8th, or at PARVILLERS.

During our bombing attacks at PARVILLERS the N0.36 was of very little use
as a hand grenade on account of the 7 %2 second fuse.

The No. 23 grenade was the most effective as a hand grenade, but little use was
had from it as arifle grenade as the No. 36 discharger is not adapted for shooting it.

It would appear that the ideal combined hand and rifle grenade has
not yet been reached. For range, as arifle grenade, the No. 36 is infinitely superior to
the No. 23, whereas the No. 23 is the only effective hand grenade of the two.

The present solution of the problem would appear to be to carry the No. 36 asa
rifle grenade, and either the No. 5 or No. 23 as a purely hand grenade.

The No. 27 smoke grenade was effectively used for clearing dugouts, and
there is no doubt that had the opportunity arisen it could have been usefully employed
as asmoke rifle grenade.

The No. 32 signal grenade was useful, but it is thought that in its present form
it istoo fragile to stand the hard usage during an advance. Thiswould also apply to
the No. 27. Approximately 15 per cent of the No. 32's failed to ignite on firing, and at
least 20 per cent were so damaged during the attack that they were useless.

9. LIGHT SIGNALS.

Where there is a multiplicity of meanings for signal lights aswasthe case in
this operation, their effectiveness is seriously curtailed. The No. 32 Grenade is most
effective, but owing to its size, weight, and difficulty in carrying, it does not admit of
an extensive use as alight signal.

10. LOW FLYING AEROPLANES.

Only two hogtile cases were reported; these were driven off by rifle and Lewis
Gunfire.

One of our machines effectively reduced an enemy machine gun nest by diving
down to 100 feet with his machine guns on; the majority of the crew were killed, the
remainder fled.

11. INFORMATION.

The importance of early and accurate information can not be too fully
impressed. With the situation changing as it does during this form of Operation, early
information is all important.
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12. COMMUNICATION.

Every attention must be paid to the importance of visual signalling. Signal
sections have been thoroughly trained in the use of the telephone buzzer, and the more
permanent forms of signalling, but this training has if anything detracted from their
efficiency in the methods of visually signalling. More practice and detailed
training must be carried out with a view to improving communication by visual, and
personnel must be trained in an eye for ground, and rapidity in establishing stations
and communicating messages. It has been suggested that at least two men per section
be trained in the use of semaphore, aside from the regular signal personnel.

13. SUPPLY.
Rations and water.

Two water bottles per man were carried, and 48 hours rations. This amount
cannot be increased without overloading the men. It was found to be sufficient.
Grenades.

Where open warfare conditions are met with the minimum number of grenades
are required, but where a situation such as PARVILLERS was is likely to be met with,
provision must be made in advance for getting forward the maximum supply of
grenades so asto have them available when required. The D.A.C. did not make
provision for this, and consequently considerable delay was experienced in getting the
necessary number.

Ammunition.

Brigade S.A.A. reserve limbers must follow Brigade Headquarters, and the
Staff Captain, or Officer in charge must keep in closest touch with the situation.
Ammunition must be pushed forward without waiting for arequest from Battalions, if
the situation is known to be such that heavy fighting is taking place.

14. MAPS.
Maps and aeroplane photographs were sufficient for the operation on the 8th
August, but supplies of maps and photographs for subsequent operations arrived too
late to be of much use. If possible the FRANCE — 1/100,000 sheet and the 1/20,000
trench map should be issued down to every platoon sergeant at least.

15. TRAINING PRIOR TO OFFENSIVE.

The training carried out during May and June of this year in open warfare was
most valuable.

A scheme conducted by the G.S.O. “I” of this Division, covering the attack on
Machine Gun Nests, is outstanding. The Battalion which did the scheme in June are
agreed that it was most practical, and the best form of training for an operation similar
to the one carried out on the 8th August.

More training must be carried out in the use of German weapons. Every Lewis
Gunner, and all N.C.Os. should be able to operate a German gun, while each Lewis
Gun crew should contain at least two men who are experts on the gun.

To carry out this training effectively, one german light machine gun should be
issued to each battalion to be kept for training purposes, and a supply of ammunition
should be provided for the same.
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German Grenades on account of their simple construction do not require a
great deal of training in their use, but more opportunity should be afforded for training
men in the elements of their use, and action.
